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IV. COMPLETING THE APPLICATION
· Use only 12 point type font, no smaller.

· Do not staple or bind in any way, use paper clips (audits may be stapled).

· Only one copy of the application is needed.
· Limit additional application narrative to no more than 4 pages as specified.
· Additional informational updates may be added to the proposal file once the initial postmark deadline has been met by the applicant.
ATTACHMENTS
1. Complete project budget with projected income and expenses (if request is project specific). 

2. Current year’s organizational budget separating grants, board, and other contributions.

3. Last year’s financial statement via California Cultural Data Project form (hard copy). (NOTE: Filmmakers do not need to fill this out, only arts organizations and fiscal sponsors.)

4. Evidence of tax-exempt status.
5. Board of Directors list with affiliations.
6. A first edited cut (rough cut) is required for film applications (of the project for which funding is sought); include notation of contents, and send 1 DVD. DVDs are optional for other applications.  Include a stamped return mailer.

7. A filmography is required for film applicants; brief artistic biographies are helpful with other applications.

8. A copy of the Letter of Agreement with fiscal sponsor if applicable.

9. Optional attachments: a brochure or newsletter; 1 or 2 performance reviews, 1 or 2 letters of support.
